February 28 — After almost two years of negotiat
fundraising, grant writing and countless sleepleaights on
the part of countless people, Cracker Box Palassfihally
closed on the purchase of the historic 600+ acasa\Farm
property overlooking Sodus Bay in Alton, NY. Honma
Shaker religious community of nearly 150 peopl¢him ear-
ly 1800’s, the property changed hands several tiomad
when, in 1924, Alvah Griffin Strong, grandson o€ tfirst
president of Eastman Kodak, purchased the 1600 fzeux
cel.

After a tragic fire severdgmaged th
main house in 2009, the Mangan family came to trel-
sion that it was time to move on, and made thesitatito
sell the entire property.
