Our
intent was, at first, to only lease the Cow BaYde no more
than stepped foot on the Alasa Farms property anfbwnd
ourselves in the Horse Barn too. And now we'ralifiig
ourselves in the position to buy the farm and kiegpen
and running for the future in every sense it can be

Before we even considered opening a place suchha
Palace, | did a lot of research and went to othecues an
shelters and learned everything | could about ootpfofit
sheltering. | appreciated all their words of advénd warn
ings about how hard this life is and how there ailays be
a need for shelters, and especially how diffiché funding
will be. They also cautioned me on how easy ioidury
yourself in animals and work. How emotionally diag a
shelter can be and how volunteers are great atseiay
organization, but they are still, only volunteerslahey tog
can tire and have shelter fatigue, a very real timmdthat
many volunteers especially in the animal world euffom.
Our dedicated volunteers are special people, that fact!
They give their hearts and souls to our organimatind thg
animals they hope to save...and will save... and sonesi
it gets to be too much. Shelter burn-out is a vea} condi-
tion and we try to make sure on a daily basis éaah anc
every volunteer hasn’t crossed that thin line.

On top of all that, running our shelter IS a busme It
incurs bills...there’s an electric bill and a phoné, lpro-
pane fuel heating bill, bedding, feed, special teipents
farrier, and vet bills. Gasoline and diesel fudlishio run ouf
farm equipment. We are inspected by the New Yatke
Department of Agriculture and Markets and there faes
involved with that. We are registered with the Gtes
Bureau and there are fees associated with thae h&Ve tg
pay taxes, and oh yes... a not for profit in NYS sids tax-
es it owes. It has employee charges if you're yuekough
to have a paid staff, and it still answers to sl of direc:
tors.

Another misconception is that the government p
on-going funds to not for profits and that theg ardrai
taxpayers’ money. Also not true. Any not for prdfas to
work extremely hard at providing their servicehe t
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community and with that hard work, supporters antiin-
teers will follow. We do receive some grants, they are
one- -going support. We were ve
fortunate to receive a grant secured by Senatée Mioz-
zolio in 2008 toward operational expenses. We have
been awarded a grant from New York State’s Enviren-
tal Protection Fund toward our purchase of the faand
also have partnered with Genesee Land Trust, wétursd
a grant to help us purchase the Alasa Farms projsee
CBP’s March 2010 newsletter for GLT’s press reledss
available on our web site). GLT will own the deominent
rights to the farm to keep it forever protectechirdevelop-
ers with a conservation easement.

Imagine a world without not for profit organizatoand
generous philanthropists. I'm sure many peoplakthihey
would never find themselves in a situation thaturegs the
assistance of a shelter. But enter a natural teises home
fire, a divorce or an illness and even the modufate bent
efit from other people that care enough to lendefpihg
hand.

I'd like to address some misconceptions about CHP...

We do not have the ability or resources to do invéga-
tions, nor do we run around ‘taking people’s animas.’
Quite to the contrary, we rarely get to leave twenf due tg
the animals that are here and the care they asdfadhin
need. The majority of animals here at the farmsameen-
dered to us by their owners who no longer, for soieeas
tating reason have had to give up their animals,anceasy
thing to do, but know in their hearts it's the begtion for
their critter. We do have cases where animallgrues
been involved and the county’s officials have gbetcase
to us. Once the case is resolved, or in many daseswn-
ers will surrender the animals at the scene, aatridi attor-
ney then lets us know if the animals are surrertitvaus o
not. We have a vet to evaluate them as soon ashpmsthe
farrier in to check their feet and get them on deex pro-
gram as soon as they arrive. Wayne County thehpail
for the first vet and farrier visit, but after thate are on our
own to raise the money to care for these animakte recov-
ery of some of the funds comes from the case guartgal
and restitution being paid by the convicted.

We do serve as the Large Animal Shelter for Wayn
County and we do try and help people in need if they fi
themselves struggling to take care of their largeimals,
We have taken in animals because of an illneskerfamily
that will prevent the owners from caring for theritters.
We have helped families that are struggling witless of &
job or income and we are called by our county’sstiga-
tors, who do a thankless and unending job, withintakn
animals they feel need to move to our facilitied ae reha
bilitated either from starvation, iliness or neglec
